How does a Brookland Leader help?
1. Assembly – Help with the computer and helps the teacher who is taking  the assembly. Sit on the bench at the front.

2. Play Buddies – Play with the children, show how to use the play equipment correctly, take children to the toilet.

3. Playground– Help take the play equipment out and make sure it’s tidy at the end of playtime, remind others about how to    

use the play equipment correctly. Help tidy away the play equipment at the end of lunchtime play, collect up 

any water bottles, coats, jumpers and cardigans at the end of playtime and return to the children or take to 

lost property.

4. Eco Leaders – Collect recycling from offices, turns out lights, turns off taps, pick up rubbish, encourage children 

to eat their fruit at snack time.

5. Library Monitors – Tidy the library and organises the books. Pick out the books with missing stickers.
