Zones of Regulations Workshop
Zones of Regulation parent workshop — Thursday 6th November at 9:00 a.m. in the hall

At school we use the Zones of Regulation to help all children to identify their emotions and
to learn how to manage their behaviour when experiencing different emotions. This is
called self-regulation. We provide the children with a range of strategies and 'tools' that
they can use independently.



Ms Gross will be leading this workshop to share with you information about the Zones of
Regulation and how you can use this at home as well as at school to support your
child. This will be suitable for all parents and carers from Nursery to Year 2.

Makaton Monday

At Brookland, along with many mainstream schools, we use Makaton to support all children
to develop communication, language and literacy skills. It also supports inclusion, as
children with and without language difficulties can communicate with each other, learn and
play together more easily. Makaton does not replace the spoken word but is used alongside
the spoken word.

Each week on a Monday the children are introduced to a new sign or signs. These will be
shared with parents and carers via the website. We have started with familiar key words and
phrases that the staff and children use on a daily basis such as ‘good morning/afternoon,



playtime, my turn, help, please and thank you’. We hope that the children will share with
you at home the signs they have been learning and that you will be able to practice these
together as a family.

Each week we upload a short video onto the website to demonstrate the 'sign of the
week'. The videos can be found by typing '‘Makaton Monday' into the search bar.

We hope you all have fun learning the new signs each week.

Lost Property

We currently have a large number of items in our lost property box. These will be displayed
in the wooden house on the top playground next Monday and Tuesday (weather permitting)
for you to look through and hopefully reclaim any missing belongings.

There are also many unnamed water bottles, which will be available to check as well.

Nut-Free School (this also includes after school clubs)

We would like to remind all parents and carers that our school is strictly nut free in order to
keep children with severe nut allergies safe. This includes items such as nuts, cashew nuts,
hazelnuts, pistachios, peanut puffs, hazelnut spread biscuits or dip pots, and other products
containing nuts, including pesto, Nutella and Bamba snacks.

While nut allergies are not airborne, there is a significant risk from traces left on hands, play
equipment, or classroom surfaces, which could cause a serious reaction in children with
allergies.



We also kindly ask that no nuts or nut-containing items are brought onto the school site at

any time, including at pick-up. We have recently noticed children with nuts as a snack to eb
consumed during their afterschool club activities.
